With professional coaching, tradional equipment from Jaques (the family established the 

game in 1851), and 2 or 3 players on each side, team members can help each other 

and strategise on how best to beat the competition, so it’s great for tactical discussions 

and team spirit. Rules will only be mentioned if they help with play. 
 

 
 

Ideal for corporate use, croquet adds an authentic and experiential dimension to 

teambuilding, meetings, incentives, client hospitality and company days; and it suits 

weddings and other social events, and English themes - village fete, garden party, Alice 

in Wonderland - with flamingo option, and country house - with murder mystery option!  
 

 
 

Not only does croquet combine well with other activities, it also goes down well with 

afternoon tea, champagne, and of course Pimm’s (Pimm opened his London factory in 

1851 - the same year John Jaques II introduced the game at The Great Exhibition). 
 

 
 

Croquet can be played on any reasonably flat and well-mown grass surface. The ideal 

space per lawn is 12m x 15m, and the minimum 10m x 12m. Player capacity per lawn is 

4 with doubles and 6 with triples, a good team game for larger numbers. The croquet 

can be run either on a fixed-start basis with all guests arriving at the same time, or on a 

free-play basis with guests turning up to play as and when they wish. The number of 

croquet coaches required will depend on the event format and the expected numbers. 

Our coaches have backgrounds in events and team building, so we will make sure you 

have plenty of fun, whatever your group size and whatever game you play…
